You are to create and write a test based on the format listed below.  Then you are to take the test and supply an answer key.

Part 1:  Write ten multiple choice questions about the plot, covering the major
             events of the story.

Part 2: Write ten matching questions.  These questions should be about the
           characters in the story and pertaining to personality traits, not merely
           character physical descriptions.

Part 3:  Write ten fill-in-the-blank questions.  These will be short answer.  You
             may provide a word bank.

Part 4: Write ten sentences with blanks for vocabulary from your story so the test
            taker can figure out the meaning of the word by how it is used in the
            sentence.  You may provide a word bank.

Essay Questions

The first essay question will deal with the test taker looking at the
           differences between the book and the movie.  If there isn’t any movie of the
           book made yet, then this essay question should deal with a short plot
           summary.


The second essay question is one of your choice.  Make sure that the
           question is worded  require at least a one-paragraph response from the test
           taker.  Possible topics could  include the them or message of the book, the 
           suggested audience for the book, the  reader’s liking or disliking of the
           book, or a controversial issue in the book.
Neatness counts!  You should have a title for your test.  Make sure to have a blank where the test taker can write his/her name.  If you want, you can put graphics onto your test, also.

As this is a test, grammatical errors will not be tolerated.  Make sure you proofread carefully.
