Newsletter Book Report

For this book report, you will be creating a newsletter with the information from your book.  You will need to create this on the computer.  I recommend Microsoft Publisher, but you may also use Microsoft Word.   The newsletter must be four pages in length and accurately represent the book you have read.  You may only use font size 9 or 10, excluding headings and titles.

You must include at least five of the following elements in your newsletter.  You are welcome to do more than five.  At least 60% of the newsletter must be text.  Please feel free to use pictures and graphics, but only a maximum of 40% of the available space should be used for this purpose.

Information to include:

(Notice:  These are elements that we discussed as we read short stories.  You will need to apply these concepts on a larger scale for your book.)

· Author information

· Interesting Aspects of the Book
· Analysis of Setting
· Character Descriptions
· Character Analysis
· Plot Summary
· Discussion of the Conflict
· Discussion of Themes

· Differences Between Book and Movie
The first page of your newsletter must contain the following information, typed – not written in pencil or pen:
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  Your Name 
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  The Date
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  Title of the Book
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  Author’s Name
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  Table of Contents

Some helpful hints:
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  Pay special attention to the balance of the newsletter.  Don’t have all your pictures on

 
      one side.
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  Make sure you proofread carefully.  One point will be deducted for each error.
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  Make sure you have each page numbered (you do not have to number page 1).
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  Have a title for each section.
