Demonstration Speeches 
You will be writing and presenting a demonstration speech to the class.  But do not panic!  Here’s the deal: 
·       You need a topic.  Your topic needs to be something you are already familiar with and know how to do (so do not try to learn a new card trick for this speech!).  You will also need to be able to bring any props to school for your speech.  We will discuss possible topics.  You need to clear your final topic with me before you begin writing your speech.
·       Your speech needs to be about five minutes.  
·       You will have the option of working with a partner.
·       You will need to have a visual of the steps.  (Example: Posterboard with outline of speech.)
·       You will need to create a plan of action. 
1. Who you are working with?
2. Where you will be giving your speech?
3. When you will get together with your partner?
4. What materials you will be using.  (I do not supply any materials.)
·       You will create an outline of your speech to use for notes.  A rough draft of your outline will be turned in and checked by me before you can present your speech to the class.  
·       You are required to have note cards to use as a reference during the speech.  The note cards will be due the day you give your speech, after you give it.
·       You will have the option of videotaping this outside of school and bringing it in to be presented to the class.  
1. If videotaping, it must be on a DVD that works in my DVD player!  
We will not be hooking up cameras for playback. 
We will begin presenting (viewing) demonstration speeches on Monday, March 21!  Be ready to go on this date!  I will randomly select who will present each day!
