Sauk Prairie High School English 10 Curriculum

Overview:

English 10 is a literature-based course.  Students will understand, identify, and analyze short stories, novels, poems, and non-fiction writings, plays, and other dramatic works. The textbook for this course is  Prentice Hall Literature Platinum.  Other sources of literature will also be available.

Quarter One:  Non-Fiction

This quarter’s focus is for students to understand the elements of persuasion.  Students will also work with analyzing non-fiction elements.  A section on proper letter writing will also be covered.  Researching techniques and proper documentation of sources will resume from the 9th grade curriculum.  Vocabulary building through weekly activities, quizzes, and/or writing will be emphasized.

Quarter Two— Short Stories and Poetry

The focus of quarter two is analyzing short stories and poetry.  Students will read stories and analyze for the eight literary elements.  Students will also begin critical analysis of themes and devices used in writing fiction.  Poetry will be analyzed for structure, form, style, and aesthetic qualities. Vocabulary building through weekly activities, quizzes, and/or writing will be emphasized.

Objectives—

Students will be able to:

· Identify elements – exposition (plot, setting, character,), rising action, climax, denouement, resolution, conflict 

· Identify devices – simile, metaphor, tone, irony, symbolism, atmosphere, foreshadowing, point of view

· Read orally from text

· Write literary responses

· Write literary analysis paper

· Write a short story

· Identify meter, rhyme, and rhythm in poetry

· Identify and utilize figurative language in poetry – alliteration, onomatopoeia, personification, metaphor, simile, hyperbole, analogies

Students will continue to analyze dramatic works in relation to the elements of literature while adding the understanding of staging, acting to suggest character, and costuming. Vocabulary building through weekly activities, quizzes, and/or writing will be emphasized.
