Radio Play Task Sheet

You will be performing a radio play with your group.  It will be your responsibility to attend class regularly so that you can practice and also be in attendance on your performance date.  Those people that are absent on the performance date will have an alternate assignment to complete.  Remember, when you are absent, you not only let yourself down, but also the other members in your group because they will need to pick up your part(s).

Tasks To Be Completed

Character Description

In your script, you are given a very brief description of your character.  You will need to “flesh out” or develop this character in more detail.  You will need to give your character a background, a personality, a voice, and a physical description.  You will need to write a description of your character.  This will serve as your Friday writing for April 29.  As this is an assignment that is part of your radio play grade, you will not be allowed to use a Bonus Point Sheet for your Friday writing.

Sound Effects

Sound effects or Foley are what add to the success of your radio play.  You must decide on the sound effects that you will incorporate and how you will achieve those sound effects.  Effects can be made at the time of the presentation or they can be recorded and played back at the time of the presentation.  You will need to have sound effects ready by Tuesday, May 3.  A vital part of a successful radio play is that effects are timed carefully.  On Tuesday, a list of effects and how they will be achieved is due.

Mood

You will need to identify the mood of your play.  Some of the scripts are comedies, mysteries, horror stories, etc.  You will need to identify the particular mood of the play and how the group plans to portray this mood.

Producer

You will need to select one person in your group as the producer of the play.  The producer is in charge of the cast and their roles and responsibilities.  The producer must report to me after each practice what was accomplished during rehearsal and what more needs to be worked on.  Also, each group member did a report of who was absent and what amount of work.

Director

You will need to select one person in your group as the director of the play.  The director is responsible for making sure all timing is accurate, roles are correctly presented, and of the overall effect of the play.
