The Test

Please read all directions carefully.  I will not be answering any questions about this task if they have already been covered in this directions section.
You will be creating a test on what we have covered in class to date.  You may work with a partner on this test and you may take it home to work on.  You and your partner will turn in the test together and both will receive the same grade.  Make sure both your names are on the test.  Work with your partner on each section together.  If you prefer, you may work individually; however, this is not recommended. 

 It is preferred that your test is typed; however, handwritten (neatly! and I mean very neatly!) is acceptable.  If you choose to handwrite your test, please use one of the legal pads (the big yellow ones on the front table) provided for you in class. 

Through this test, you will need to demonstrate to me knowledge of the topic areas.  A variety of testing methods is required.  You may not copy sentences from packets, worksheets, etc; however, you may use your packets, worksheets, the Internet, or any other resources to assist you in creating your test.  You must come up with your own sentences, drills, essay topics, etc.  You may use matching, true/false, fill in the blank, essay, crosswords, word searches, etc.  Be creative.  

Your test is due on Thursday, October 6; however, the due date is negotiable on this test, but no later than Wednesday, October 12.  To extend your due date, you must have a sound argument for doing so.  If you are observed not working in class, your due date will be much sooner.  

You will also need to provide an answer key to the test.  That means you will be handing in two versions of the test: one test and one answer key.
