genial adj. 

Definition: 1. warmly and pleasantly cheerful; cordial, 2. pleasantly warm; comfortably mild, 3. characterized by genius. 

Example: The newcomers were quite genial in their greetings to the group. 

habituate v. 

Definition: 1. to accustom (an individual) either physically or mentally to a particular situation; train, 2. to frequent. 

Example: After a time, the goldfish began to habituate to its new bowl. 

somber adj. 

Definition: 1. gloomily dark; shadowy. 2. dark and dull in color or tone. 3. downcast; glum. 4. extremely serious; grave. 

Example: The mood at the funeral was somber. 

irascible adj. 

Definition: 1. easily provoked to anger; very irritable. 2. characterized or produced by anger. 

Example: an irascible response. 

ratify  v.

Definition: 1. to confirm by expressing consent, approval, or formal sanction: to ratify a constitutional amendment. 

Example: The President must ratify the environmental bill before it becomes law.
