submissive:  ADJECTIVE :  easily yielding to authority

choreography: NOUN : the arrangement of dances


Example:  The plot of the musical was banal, but the
       choreagraphy was stunning.

wrath: NOUN : vengeful anger, punishment

Example:  Did you really want to incur her wrath
 when she is known for inflicting the worst punishments legally possible?

absolution: VERB : freedom from blame, guilt, sin


Example:  Once all the facts were known, the jury

       gave Angela absolution by handing down a verdict

       of "not guilty."
condone: VERB : to pardon, deliberately overlook


Example: He refused to condone his brother's crime.
