Subjects and Predicates
A sentence is a group of words with two main parts: complete subject and complete predicate.  Together, these parts express a complete thought.

	Complete Subject
	Complete Predicate

	Several pilots from several countries
	have vanished in or near the Bermuda triangle.

	The Bermuda Triangle, the area in question,
	lies between Florida, Bermuda, and Puerto Rico.

	The U.S.S. Cyclops
	disappeared there in 1918.


The subject contains who or what the sentence is about.

The predicate contains what is happening (the verb).

Simple Subjects and Predicates
Every complete subject and complete predicate contains a word or group of words that is essential to the sentence.

The simple subject is the essential noun or pronoun that cannot be left out of the complete subject.

The simple predicate is the essential verb or verb phrase that cannot be left out of the complete predicate.
